I hope that you are all well and are managing to stay safe.  In BBEC there is a real feeling of optimism that we 
might be coming out of the worst of the pandemic, although we have had a small number of student cases 
this week; a reminder that it has not gone away yet. 
 
We said goodbye to our Year 11 students this week.  This is always a sad time for staff and students, but 
their leaving assembly was a time to celebrate how much the students have grown personally and 
academically and to recognise, even in these difficult times, the amount of progress they have made.  It has 
been wonderful to see our Year 7-10 students getting back into hard work and next half term will be an 
important time when we will be able to measure their progress too.   
 
I would like to inform you of a number of important things for the holiday and next half term: 
 
Assessments  
You will receive, if you haven’t already, information about next half-term’s assessments and revision 
materials.  We will, of course, be preparing all students in school, but there is an expectation that students 
revise at home.  Revision materials can be found on Teams. 
 
What is my child learning? 
A number of parents have been asking about our curriculum and the topics their children have studied and 
will be studying this year.  We are proud to share our curriculum with you.  We have made some significant 
changes over the last few years and now think that we have developed a challenging and interesting learning 
experience for our children.

Equipment
