Learn sheets and other revision materials will be available for all 

students on Teams, which students can access on their laptop from home. Curriculum information is also available 

on the school website. 
 

Please make sure that your child understands the importance of these exams and is preparing properly for them. 

Teachers will be explaining to the students what form the exam will take, what they will have to do, what they have to 

learn and how best to revise.
